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“Direction and Control of the Search Function” is a 5-day, 40-hour course with trained,
professional, and experienced instructors.

This course
format is designed to facilitate both full-time as well as volunteer SAR Management personnel
and it includes the newly adopted NASAR “Managing the Lost Person Incident” text and a
revised and updated course curriculum.
