II.B.)  Nellie Lee Barber reported the HM Medical Response courses in Yuba City and Redding have been cancelled.  There was only one person apply.  There are new regulations out and CSTI is revising the course and will hold a pilot class in Tuolumne County in August or September and after making any revisions to class they will hold a class in Sacramento or Yuba City in late Sept or early October. Nancy Ballard – Modoc OES reported on the FRO and FRO Decon course held in Alturas in February.  There were 22 in the FRO and 19 in the FRO Decon course.  Nellie Lee reported that the HM IC course next week at Anderson Fire is full and the HM Instructor Certification course at Chico Fire has been moved to the first week in June – there are still a few openings available.  
D.  Regional HazMat Response Teams
Proceedings:

II.D.)  Dan Dyer – Butte Team Leader reported on the new OHS grants and Butte has ordered a new HM Vehicle to be delivered later this year which will be housed at Chico Fire Station 1.  The old unit will be a mass decon unit for the team.  Lots of new equipment is coming to the teams.  The new equipment is being modeled on the new FIRESCOPE equipment standards.  Butte Team is aiming for a Type I team in the near future.  The new FIRESCOPE standards are out and available on the OES website.  Dan stated that what was a Type I Team is now a Type 2 Team with no changes.  The next thing that FIRESCOPE will be looking at is mass decon as to what needs to be kept on the units, etc.  For 2004 the Butte Team had approx 40 responses.  They are looking at completing an agreement with BNTF and will be holding joint training with them in May.  Dan explained that previously a Type I Team was the highest standard by FIRESCOPE and OES typing.  A Type I Team was able to go in encapsulated suits and approach unknowns.  A Type 2 Team was meant to handle known responses and not necessarily go in encapsulated suits using a Level B suit.  Now there are three types of teams.  The new Type 1 team will have the encapsulated suits and everything that Type 2 team used to have, but now in addition will be able to handle unknown WMD incidents in the way of biologics, nuclear, nerve gases, etc.  There is a huge list of WMD training required.  The Butte Team is working toward becoming a Type 1 Team in the next year or two.  John Boshell – Shasta Cascade HM Team – They have the same issues regarding equipment and training standards for their team.  The Shasta Team will probably be a Type 2 team.  John stated that training will be a big issue for the teams to maintain their training levels.  Bill Fuller stated that they purchased 60 units of atrophene and auto injectors.  The Sierra Sacto Valley EMS trainer provided them with training for these units.  Ron Grider stated that NorCal EMS will provide this same service.  Mike Chuchel Tehama County Fire reported on the incident involving a high potent RoundUp.  They did not activate the Shasta Cascade Team but did respond with local HM Techs and they activated their local decon team.  CHP was the IC and was a very good exercise on protocols.  The Mass Casualty Unit was also activated to the scene.
