Michael Madden reported that CRTK is being re-considered from the viewpoint of Homeland Defense.  Pre 911 the emphasis was to get the information out there even to the point of identifying location of Hazardous materials, etc.  Now there is move by Homeland Defense to question whether this type of information should be put out freely.  Homeland Defense is requesting that anything that will be widely promulgated such as websites be thoroughly scrutinized.  CRTK should be what the laws are, how you report, how you get an emergency response but are drawing a line on too much information on where materials are located.  Jerry Sipe stated that this is coming up on the drinking water programs.  There has been no real directive from CA OES yet on these issues.  Sam Martinez stated that the Resource Conservation Recovery Act requires a public hearing every time you issue or modify a permit for a hazardous waste treatment storage or disposal facility and they post the facility maps which is a requirement under the law.  You must show the locations describe the processes, etc.  Michael stated that he has two website names reserved – LEPCREG3.org or LEPCREG3.com.  Mike Damon stated that we should select the LEPCREG3.org website.  All attendees were in agreement.  Michael stated that he has three different sites that are willing to give us their LEPC information.  To what degree do we want to put Spanish as an alternate source?  Members suggested to make it a link on the website and if there is a need in the future the issue will be reviewed then. Jerry Sipe stated that the CUPA project/mandate had a good response in getting the CUPAs up to speed in 2001 and Trinity, Butte and Sutter were yet to be certified CUPAs.  CalEPA and DSTC are pushing to get those agencies certified or at least served.  The strategy is different in each of those communities – in Trinity County DTSC is going to Trinity and implementing a program so there will be some inventory information and outreach going to the first responders. In Butte County they have asked and been granted an extension and plan to have a program up and running by September.  Sutter County has made an application to be a CUPA.

Chief Mike Damon made a presentation on the City of Red Bluff Fire application.  The LEPC members present prioritized the Letters of Interest as follows:  1.  Red Bluff Fire Department- geographic information system for sewer, water and storm water plan and map hazardous materials sites and potential routes. 2.  City of Yuba City Fire – comprehensive map of utilities – storm drainage systems, ditches and irrigation canals to provide first responders with the flow of any HazMat incident.  3.  Butte County Environmental Health – Update of the County Hazardous Material Emergency Response Plan.  Michael Madden asked that we find out if the Region III LEPC can make a presentation to CA OES HazMat Unit on the Grant Projects.  The Region III LEPC asked that Nellie Lee find out what the approval process is at CA OES.  Any further HMEP grant applications submitted will be given a lower priority.
