US EPA Upper Sacramento River Plan

Brett Moxely, US EPA discussed the development of the Upper Sacramento River Plan.  They have had a meeting to date in Mt. Shasta.  At this meeting the USFS stated that the Plan does not involve them, but that they would help out in the event of an incident and that CDF is the primary first responder.  Initially the Plan would cover from Box Canyon Dam to Shasta Lake, but now will cover from Box Canyon Dam to the Red Bluff Diversion Dam since Tehama is part of the six county HM Response Team.  There are four key elements to the Plan.  1.  Notification Protocol. There has been some misinformation regarding UP notification protocols. Don Snow stated that UP notifications are to:  NRC – CA OES – 911 - County Administrating Agency.  Brett stated that mandatory notifications are to:  NRC and CA OES. 2.  River Strategies.  Is it a floating product or a dissolving product?  The Plan address floating products – high flash points that could reach the Lake in 2 hours to 2 days.  There would be 4 or 5 supply stockpiles of booms, etc., at collections points along the river that would be accessible by walking or driving. 3.  Which agencies have what resources available?  4.  Complete call down list for those below the dam.  US EPA will have a written document that describes the various players and what their authorities are. Dennis Garton stated that the Master Mutual Aid System is already in place and has worked well for law and fire in this area.  John Boshell asked about the wastewater treatment releases into the River.  Brett stated that US EPA would certainly look at that issue also.  Brett asked who decides when to reopen the railroad line?  Who is really in charge?  Don Snow stated that the UP Superintendent of the region decides when to reopen the line.  Don will request the UP Region Superintendent attend the next US EPA Sacramento River Area Plan meeting.  The next meeting will be October 6 at Noon at the Shasta County Community Center.  There will also be an Oil Spill Response Class for the Sacramento River below Shasta Dam beginning on September 27 for 4-1/2 days and is free.  Contact Ms Aloisio at 513-251-7669 to register.

They inspected the new HM 24 vehicle in North Carolina last week and it should be delivered next week.

Nellie Lee Barber reported on the HMEP Grant meeting with OES HazMat Unit. Yuba City Fire, Butte County Environmental Health, Don Snow and herself attended the meeting.  They reviewed the grant applications and discussed the projects with OES HazMat Unit.  There have been modifications made to some of the grants and they have all been submitted to OES HazMat Unit and the Letters of Approval should be sent out by the middle of this month.   D. Industry Report.  Dave Missall reported PG&E has been busy with repairs caused by the fires.  They have 10 miles of line to replace, 100 poles and 20 transformers damaged. On going projects are working on upgrading substations.  Don Snow they will be presenting two classes at Continuing Challenge next week.  They also need two people to attend the Rail Car course in Pueblo, Colorado in October.  Would like someone to attend from Siskiyou County. They will also be sponsoring a Rail Car Safety course at CSTI the last week in September.  It is a free class for 25 students. E.  California Highway Patrol.  No report.  F. Transportation.  Mark Harvey, CalTrans reported there was a 3100 gal diesel spill on Hwy 36.  Monitoring well has been installed. There has been 16 ft of excavation work and removal of 2-300 gallons of product.
