Annex (XX) to GG05 CALIFORNIA PLAN 

PUBLIC AFFAIRS PLAN INTERNAL EXERCISE
1. Purpose  To provide site specific information relative to public affairs activities at the California Golden Guardian 2005 venue sites and those immediate locations supporting it. 
2. General  A simulated news network has been created to coordinate public information play within the GG05 exercise that will allow Golden Guardian participants to provide information to the public in real time. The California News Network (CANN) consists of CANN Live, a real-time live broadcast of the GG05 exercise, and CANN. online a password-protected, simulated media website that compliments the CANN Live broadcast. This plan will include definitions, schedules, locations, and contact names of the CANN support team. 
Definition of Simulated Media 
Simulated media (CANN) is defined as media inside the exercise. CANN Live may also be known by the term “mock media.” CANN Live will be the exclusive media resource for public information officers and public officials to provide in-play information, alerts, notifications, press conferences, and so forth to the “public” during the exercise. Additionally, real world media partners KMAX-UPN 31 in Sacramento, KTVU, Fox 2 and Oakland and KCBS-AM in San Francisco have created pre-produced media injects to create realism in the exercise. KMAX, UPN 31 will produce two live newscast updates from Sacramento’s OES Headquarters during the exercise to be webcast.  They will be played to players through DVDs that will be distributed to the controllers in the exercise along with instructions on what chapter to play. Players should haveWindows Media 9 or compatible DVD player to play the DVD with media injects. All simulated media injects are labeled “THIS IS A DRILL” All synthetic or mock media inquires to players should begin and end with “THIS IS A DRILL”.  
3. Security Screening 
CANN reporters, producers, and crew members will be screened in accordance with and by the guidelines issued by the exercise staff and wear RED media credentials.  There will be no credential requirement for CANN Live guests. All CANN staff and crew will wear identifiable clothing and have the appropriate security credentials for the GG05 exercise. Real world media covering the exercise will be required to provide valid media credentials. Real world media who enter the exercise in progress rather than designated viewing areas will wear the RED credentials. Real world media in designated viewing areas will wear their own valid official or news organization issued credentials. 
4. Location, Schedule, and Points of Contact 
A schedule of the CANN Live broadcast times and CANN Online activation dates will be developed based on the exercise timeline. CANN will be the only media allowed unrestricted access inside the exercise; roving crews will be accompanied by GG05 exercise controllers.

5. Viewing CANN 
Complete information online viewing of CANN will be available in coming weeks. Caltrans will be providing URLs, bandwidth and the California National Guard the  CANN homepage address.. Previous rehearsals have shown that Windows Media Player 9 or better is best for viewing.  Controllers will have DVDs with pre-produced media injects to be played at specific times in the exercise.  .  Internet URL will be published for a dress rehearsal on Monday, November 14 at 2:00 P.M. URL will be published by the lead exercise planner, Cheryl Starling.   

CAAN Internet Schedule 
CANN.ca.gov will begin operations on Tuesday, November 15, 2005 and continue throughout the exercise. It will remain accessible to registered users until 11:59 p.m. on November 16, 2005 

6. Briefing 
Public Information Officers playing roles in the JIC will provide necessary information for briefings related to CANN and synthetic media players  

7. Feeding 
Players will be fed a lunch on game days. Synthetic Media will be treated as players. NOTE: External Media covering the event will not have access to meals.  
8. Transportation 
	CANN will provide all of their own transportation. All CANN crews and materials will be responsible for all transportation and transportation costs. Parking at each of the sites, will be coordinated with the exercise support team.   
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REAL WORLD (EXTERNAL MEDIA PLAN) 
1. Purpose 
To describe the real-world media activities that will be conducted in California during the GG05 exercise period. This includes those pre-exercise and post-exercise releases and other planned media events. 

2. General 
Real-World Media. Real-world media will be defined as media not in play for the exercise. Synthetic Media shall be California News Network, (CANN).  Real World Media shall be defined as local, statewide, national, and international representatives of legitimate news outlets. The media plan will treat all media equally, allowing for no “exclusives” and all media shall have the same access and be given the same information. 

3. Real World Media Planning and Staffing Support
The California Public Information Working Group (PIWG) will plan for and manage the real-world media coverage of the Full-Scale Exercise in coordination with the GG05 support team. 

4. Credentialing and Security Screening 
Media must present valid company/police media ID to be allowed admittance at the media briefing center. Media must wear credentials at all times at GG05 media events. 

Exercise controllers will be provided with a written copy of media coverage ground rules and the names and cell phone numbers of media escorts in case media show up at an exercise site without escort. Controllers will be provided with a media tour schedule and updates, when appropriate. 

5. Media Briefing Center 
A media briefing center will be set up at the Oakland Coliseum Parking Lot in Coastal Region, The State Operations Center (SOC) in Sacramento, the Roseville Rail Yards in Roseville and The Tower Bridge area in Sacramento.  PIOs assigned by the PIO working group will staff the media center at all times during its operation. Suggested hours of operation are 5 a.m.–5 p.m. Tuesday, and 8-5 Wednesday at the Sacramento SOC only.  These briefing centers are impromptu locations which allows reasonable access by media without disturbing play. Each center should have adequate press packet materials.  All formal on-camera briefings will be given at the media briefing centers. Briefing times and content will be coordinated with PIWG. Media briefings will occur on a regular schedule and be delivered by personnel determined in collaboration with PIWG. This plan is subject to change. 

6. Rollout Press Conference

On Monday Nov. 14, a press conference will be held simultaneously in Oakland and Sacramento announcing to the public that the full scale exercise will take place the following day.. The event locations are the Port of Oakland and the Governor’s Office of Emergency Headquarters in Mather. Speakers are by invitation.  OES and OHS will invite to the Mather event. City of Oakland will invite to the Port event.   The main media message is to let the community know a large scale exercise will take place to avoid public alarm. Secondary messages will be to pitch good news preview stories on California’s readiness to prevent and respond to a terrorist attack or major natural disaster.  

6. Media Tours/Photo Ops 
A schedule of media activities will be developed based on the exercise timeline. Media will be provided transportation to and from the exercise site. Media will always have escorts while at the exercise site.

10. Public Information Working Group Contacts

1.  Purpose
